Deep Dive into World Wars 1 and 2

Course Description: This course will provide an exciting opportunity for students
to explore the world wars through maps, literature, biographies and strategy.

A $40 deposit will be due at registration, with $160 due at first
class. The final $200 will be due at the beginning of second semester in January.
Students who drop the class within the first 3 weeks will be refunded for
remaining classes. No refunds will be given after 3 weeks.
